Membership and Fellowship of The Chartered College of Teaching, and Chartered Teacher Status (MCCT, FCCT and CTeach)

The Chartered College of Teaching is the Chartered professional body for the teaching profession. Only teachers can become full members of the College. Full membership is available on two levels:

· Membership of the Chartered College is open to all teachers. Members are entitled to use the post-nominal initials MCCT.

· Fellowship of the Chartered College is intended to reward the most senior members of the teaching profession. Fellows must have been in the profession for over ten years and made a significant contribution to it. They are nominated by their peers and undergo a rigorous peer review. Fellows are entitled to use the post-nominal initials FCCT.

Members of the Chartered College can also apply to be awarded the status of Chartered Teacher. Chartered Teacher Status is intended to be the ‘gold standard’ to which all teachers aspire. Since 2018 it has been awarded to candidates who have demonstrated over a 15 month mentoring and assessment programme that they have fully embedded their professional practice and made a wider impact on the practice of others. Chartered Teachers are entitled to use the post-nominal initials CTeach alongside MCCT or FCCT.
